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her period.  It is also the story of the overlooked sister of a musical 
genius, who wanted to compose in her own right. (At nineteen, 
Nannerl Mozart received a letter from her brother praising her 
compositions and urging her to write more although none of her 
music survives.)

Entries from Nannerl’s ‘diary’ (broadcast by the Australian 
Broadcasting Corporation throughout 2006 on Radio National’s The 
Music Show) will be narrated in alternation with Mozart arias, Mozart 
piano sonatas and several staged arias for mezzo-soprano and piano 
composed by Alison Bauld in homage to Nannerl Mozart. The device 
of interwoven diary entries gives dramatic shape to the music as 
Nannerl’s life unfolds.

The concert is inspired by the new novel 
Mozart’s Sister by A M Bauld.  It tells the 
story of an eighteenth century female who 
performed with her brother for the crowned 
heads of Europe as a child prodigy and was 
regarded as the foremost keyboard player of
